	Heavy rains at the beginning of the week caused concern as visual check of drains saw increased suspended solids and turbidity.  Mayo County Council and the NWRFB were informed.  Roadbridge halted works and remediation measures were put in place to ensure no negative impact on the receiving waters.

High turbidity was recorded at D22, although no evidence of same in drain, probably a localised build up of material in the protective housing on the analyser resulting in skewed data..

· There was one environmental near miss regarding drains containing frog spawn. Where possible appropriate measures were put in place to ensure that waters containing frog spawn were not negatively impacted by surface water run-off.

· There was one environmental incident where a hydraulic line leaked.  The spilt material was collected using absorbent material and this material was retained for correct disposal.

· High turbidity reading and TSS (over the Action and Trigger levels) , see surface water summary above.
