	Surface Water
	High turbidity was recorded again at D22, on visual inspection there was no evidence of increased turbidity at this location.  The increased readings were due to a localised build up of material in the protective housing on the analyser resulting in skewed data. This material was again cleared but the housing may have to be relocated to the centre of the drain to stop the above happening.

	Groundwater
	Ground water Monitoring is carried out once a month, neither the sampling nor the lab analysis were carried out/delivered during this reporting period.

	Noise
	LAeq at N1 recorded between 44.7 and 52.5 dB

LAeq at N2 recorded between 53.0 and 55.1 dB

	Vibration 
	Max Pk Disp 0.33 mm with an associated Acceleration 0.9 g*

	Dust

3 Other

· The Phosphate analyser was inadvertently set to sample every 10 minutes rather than every 60 minutes. As a result the analyser’s memory capacity was reached in a shorter period than normal.  The data stored has been graphically presented and the analyser has been reset to a 60 minute sampling period.

· An additional sonde was to be placed at a location south of the proposed new settlement ponds. There was a technical problem with the spare sondes and so the sonde currently in D62 was temporarily transferred to this new monitoring point (DS1).
