In accordance with the provisions of the Maritime Safety Act 2005, Mayo County Council proposes to make Bye-Laws regulating Personal Watercraft (jet-skis) and Recreational Craft (including Fast Power Craft) in waters in and around the county of Mayo for the purposes specified in Section 6 (1) of the Act:
(i) in the interests of the safety of persons using the waters generally

(ii) to prevent nuisance to or injury to persons or damage to watercraft or other property on the waters, or

(iii) to protect (A) a natural heritage area (B) a monument or wreck protected under the National Monuments Acts
