Traffic, Parking and Pedestrian Movement

· All Rights of Way should be identified
· Additional sli na slainte route – work with Walking Development Officer

· Waymark walks eg around coasts – rights of way created, safe road walking, signpost rights of way, leaflets with points of  interest 

· More consideration for cyclists

· Traffic Management – Better Enforcement/One way system
· Proper signage to indicate that the Main St is one-way

· Footpaths out as far as secondary schools

· Entry and exits to all roads should be separate

· Additional Footpaths/Cycleways

· Footpaths on Link Road between Church Road and Shore Road via Cuan Oisri (Housing Development)

· One way signage at end of Main St

· One way traffic on Church St

· Walkway and Cycleway along the foreshore Ballina Road as far as the Broadhaven bay Hotel

· More car parking in the town centre

Environment/Heritage/Tourism
· Provision of a Bird sanctuary (possibly at rear of Brogan’s) with proper hides and raised walkways – salt water marsh

· Less large areas of pure concrete with allowance given for more planting that will encourage wildlife and be more visually aesthetic

· Old well under Paddy Leach’s house to be cleared up and the significance of it made known

· Develop old church of Ireland as a heritage museum and local history centre

· Brogans/Eurospar – environmental improvements needed around it

· Dredging of bays

· Heritage Centre needed
· Not enough information points for visitors in public areas located in the town to direct visitors to points of interest – Possible provision of a Bulletin Board

Other Infrastructure

· Sewage Treatment – priority – many comments on this

· Street lighting should be extended around Eurospar

· Public Toilets needed
Leisure and Amenity
· Could a Bowling green be earmarked for a central site in town 
· Swimming facilities needed
· Maintain green areas within the town

· More recreation areas needed
Town Expansion

· Develop marsh land at the back of Brogan’s

· Green belt/buffer zone between town and development beyond  to try to avoid ribbon development

· Less density in any future housing developments
Public Services
· Library opening hours to be extended

· Arts Centre to be open on sat/sun during the summer

· Review use of Arts Centre/Council office to incorporate tourist office etc and have office open 9-6 six days a week with staff

· Lack of staff in civic centre to use it  to its full potential
