Pursuant to the Planning & Development (Strategic Environmental Assessment) Regulations 2004 the planning authority carried out a Strategic Environmental Assessment Screening for the proposed draft Kiltimagh Local Area Plan 2009. Having complied with the requirements set out in the Planning & Development (SEA) Regulations 2004; Mayo County Council hereby determines that the proposed draft Kiltimagh LAP 2009 will not require environmental assessment. 
Mayo County Council has determined that:

· The policies and objectives outlined in the proposed draft Kiltimagh Local Area Plan 2009 ensure that all development will be carried out in a sustainable manner
· The policies and objectives will safeguard against any likely adverse impacts on the environment in the area and

· The implementation of the proposed Draft Plan would not be likely to have significant effects on the environment. 
This takes particular account of the scale and location of development proposed in the draft Kiltimagh Local Area Plan, the overall policies, objectives and measure to protect and preserve the natural and built heritage and the assessment undertaken during the screening process. It also takes account of the responses received within the statutory period from the prescribed environmental authorities notified in accordance with the Regulations. In this regard, amended/additional policies and measures were incorporated into the proposed Draft Plan following Appropriate Assessment Screening as required under Article 6(3) and (4) of the Habitats Directive 92/43/EEC.
Any proposed amendments to the draft Plan arising during the remainder of the Plan preparation process will be screened for the need for environmental assessment taking into account the criteria set out in Schedule 2A of the Planning & Development (SEA) Regulations 2004.
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
