Amended Fees Payable to the Board for appeals and certain other matters.

In accordance with section 144(2) of the Planning and Development Act 2000, the Board has amended fees for appeals, referrals, submissions and observations, oral hearing requests and applications for leave to appeal. The fees apply generally to cases received in the Board under the Planning and Development Acts 2000 to 2002 on or after 28th February 2005.

I enclose a copy of the Board’s order determining the fees along with a guide to fees payable to the Board under the Planning and Development Acts, the Local Government (Water Pollution) Acts, the Air Pollution Act and the Building Control Act.

Reduced fees apply to planning/local authorities and certain other bodies (see paragraph 3 of the Board’s order). So, for example, where a local authority makes an appeal to the Board under section 182 of the 2000 Act or a planning authority makes a referral to the Board under section 5(4) of the 2000 Act, a reduced fee will apply.

The fees specified in the Local Government (Planning and Development) Regulations 2001 (S.I. 525 of 2002) will continue to apply to certain cases made under the 1963 to 1999 Planning Acts.  These include appeals relating to applications for planning permission which were made to planning authorities before 11th March 2002 and appeals relating to approvals consequent on grants of outline permissions or in conditions attached to permissions where the ‘parent’ applications for outline permission / permission were made before 11th March 2002.

I would be obliged if your documentation is amended to reflect the changes to the fees concerned and if the guide to fees payable to the Board is circulated/displayed, as appropriate.
