Rehab Recycling partnership currently hold the contract to provide and empty bottle and can banks in Mayo.

Recycling Facts:

· If all the glass collected by Rehab Recycle in just one year was laid end-to-end, it would stretch for a distance of over 37,000kms!

· For each glass jar that the people in Kilmovee recycle they save enough energy to power a light bulb for nearly one hour or run a TV for 15 minutes!

· Each aluminium can that is recycled in Kilmovee can be returned to a shop shelf in as little as 60 days. This means a consumer could purchase the same recycled aluminium can every 9 weeks or six times a year!
