SPECIFICATION.

The applicant shall on grant of consent:

1. Take every precaution by way of provision/erection of warning signs, fencing, watching and lighting during the progress of the work to protect road users from accident or injury and shall not cause any interruption of traffic.

2. Indemnify and hold harmless the Council from all losses, actions, claims or demands whatsoever to be made by any person by reason or in consequence of said work.

3. Ascertain the location of any existing underground pipes, drains, conduits or cables and maintain them free of damage, interruption or disturbance during the course of the work.

4. Comply with the by-laws, Regulations or requirements of the County Council or Statutory Bodies when their services are encountered or connected to.

5. Excavate the opening to the minimum width necessary to carry out the work.

6. Lay the pipe, drain conduit or service at such depth as to ensure a minimum cover of 0.75 m. (30inches) or such other depth of cover as the County Engineer may require or permit.  Where electric cables are laid underground, they shall be covered with suitable warning tiles or markers.

7. Where Trenches are made in boggy material, soft clay or running sand, dispose of the excavated material off site, and replace it with suitable gravel.

8. Backfill trenches in 150mm (6”) layers, well compacted by hand rammer power or vibratory compactors to within 0.3m (12”) of the surface level, the next 0.25mm (2”) with well binding gravel or 25mm to dust crusher waste.

9. Carry out the work to the satisfaction or special conditions of the County Engineer.

10. Maintain the cutting free of depressions or loose material until the Council shall have carried out the final restoration.

11. In the event of the restoration fee charged by the Council being insufficient to meet the full cost, agree to pay such additional reasonable charges as may be demanded.
