 Scheme accordingly; 
 
2. The Council may, by Resolution, vary or modify the Draft 
 Development Contribution Scheme and make the Development 
 Contribution Scheme accordingly; 
 
3. The Council may, by Resolution, decide not to make the Scheme. 
 
Mr. D. Mahon, Co. Manager, referred to the background which necessitated 
the Scheme and stated that monies collected would be “ring fenced” and 
therefore could not be used for any purposes other than those allowed for 
under the Scheme.
