I refer to your letters dated 28/03/2006 and 3/04/2006. 

With regard to your letter dated 28/03/2006 and enquiries to the amendments to the Environmental Monitoring Plan, the planning file contains the following correspondence;

· Letter from the developer (Tom Phillips & Associates on behalf of Shell E&P Ireland) to Mayo County Council, dated 20/01/2006, containing a proposed addendum to Environmental Monitoring Plan.

· Letter from Mayo County Council to developer, Shell E & P Ireland Ltd., dated 31/01/2006, authorising the discharge of treated water from the Axonics unit into the  site drainage system.

Any suggestion that the application was dealt with in a trivial manner is untrue.
