Charlie Lennon is a well known composer from Kiltyclogher, North County Leitrim, who has 
worked for the past thirty years in both Irish traditional and classical music. Many of his 
works have been recorded commercially including The Emigrant Suite (Gael Linn),  Aifreann 
Chaomháin a Mass in Irish, Bainis Oileáin-Island Wedding (RTE), a love story set on the 
Aran Islands and Flight from the Hungry Land, the story of the Great Famine of the 1840’s. 
His orchestral works have been featured in concerts from Boston to Brisbane, Moscow to 
Melbourne. His dance musical Waves has been screened by RTE and featured on many 
occasions on the American Public Broadcasting Service PBS. 

Lennon has just completed a 60-minute-suite to honour the heroes of the 1916 Rising.  The 
work was commissioned by Gael Linn and has now been released as an album entitled Áille na 
hÁille- A Terrible Beauty and features a range of classical and traditional musicians.  

He is also involved in music production and performance in his own studio in Spiddal, Galway,
